Once there are 5 approved presentations scheduled for one meeting, other presentations will be put on a waiting list in case a cancellation occurs prior to the meeting.

After the presentation is approved by the Work Group, it will be assigned a time slot and the vendor or evaluator will be notified of the presentation schedule.  To date, no time slots have been filled.  Please be aware that this portion of the NWGLDE meeting will be open to anyone wishing to attend and therefore other vendors, evaluators, regulators, etc. will be present in the meeting room during these presentations.
